Lisa & Brandon have moved fur -

ther away from Nashville, in this

her last year at Cott age Cove

(barring miraculous job opportu -

nity locally in Brandon's field of

expertise).  T o facilit ate this,

Lisa has relinquished most of

her Director of Operations

duties and now commutes more

than 150 miles round trip to be

here three days a week.  Please

pray that God provide us with

the right individual (or couple) to
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fill the much needed full time position

now available.  W ithout this extra admin -

istrative/program st af f, Angie and I

(Brent) have had to t ake on much extra

work and temporarily cut back a modest

amount of the daily program available.

Even with more than 70 children still

actively p articip ating in our program,

there are many more who would like to.

Y our prayers and financial support will

make it possible to again fill our st af fing

requirement s and to keep our daily pro -

gram running at optimum.  Remember ,

our st af f is all missions supported.

Late fall of 2004 brought the possibility of

another change, one that Angie and I did

not want to see.  As many of you are

aware, we are immigrant s to the United

S t ates, originally being from Canada.

The United S t ates government had given

us temporary permission to live in the US

for ministry purposes, but with a five year

limit.  That was set to expire in November

of 2004.  W e spent more than two years,

af ter arriving at Cott age Cove, petitioning

the government to allow us to st ay on the

long term, wanting to be a continuing p art

of this vibrant and much needed ministry

here in Nashville.  In accepting the call to

come to Nashville, we had believed that

God wanted us here for the long term.

But, we repeatedly ran into bureaucratic

road blocks and our request s to st ay

were denied by the Of fice of Homeland

Security .  As we were repeatedly told,

religious immigration is not a priority .  W e

(and the board here at Cott age Cove)

never gave up hope and at almost the

last minute, we were inexplicably granted

permanent immigration st atus!  It was so
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unexpected, even by politicians involved,

that I received a letter from one such

prominent federal politician one week

af ter receiving the approval advising us

that there was no way it was going to

happen.  Isn't it amazing how God

answers prayer!  So, Lord willing, one

thing that won't change at Cott age Cove

is our being here.  Angie and I would like

to especially thank those of you that were

remembering us in prayer during that

time and for those who gave so gener -

ously to enable us to cover the thousands

of dollars of extraordinary expenses

related to our immigration application and

fees.

I think in all things at Cott age Cove

p atience is the rule.  Seeing God at work

in the lives of the children demonstrates

this well.  Months, even years, of working

with the same child bears fruit only in

God's timing.  Especially with the children

that we have been able to have long(er)

term involvement with, it's amazing to

see how they are maturing, growing in

their abilities, and being strengthened in

their faith.  While visitors of ten like to ask

about decisions being made to trust in

Jesus, seeing two -- who have been here

for relatively long periods of time -- come

to that place these last two weeks

reminds me that we are merely called to

be faithful; consistently teaching, loving,

and being the role models God has called

us to be.  Beyond that, it's up to God.
